The value of the programme has been formally recognised by Government and is a key element of the National “Discover Science & Engineering” programme. The name 'STEPS to engineering', adopted in 2005, is aimed at increasing awareness of the role of the programme by helping people to identify it’s activities with engineering. Enhancement of the programme is part of Engineers Ireland’s “Promoting the Profession” initiative.

A presentation on the Irish Power Industry was given by Plant Manager Tom Egan followed by student tours of the plant.
